SCHULMANICUS WERE SIMPLE WOODEN DWELLINGS. tESE SHELTERS AND tE FARMS tEY 

SERVED NURTURED tE BEGINNINGS OF CIVILIZASHON. AS TOWNS DEVELOPED, WOODEN 

HOUSING DEVELOPED A GREATER COMPLEXITY. STONE WAS USED BOt IN PAVING ROADS AND 

IN BUILDING CIVIC STRUCTURES. DEVELOPMENT OF CIVIC STRUCTURES DEMONSTRATED 

BOt SOCIETa DEVELOPMENT AND SOCIa AWARENESS. INITIa CIVIC STRUCTURES, OtER tAN 

ROAD INFRASTRUCTURE, BEGAN AS WaS AND CASTLES AND AS RELIGIOUS STRUCTURES. 

tESE BEGINNINGS LED TO tE DEVELOPMENT OF oDERS OF ARCHITECTURE AND REGIONa 

VARIANTS ON tESE STYLES. IN tIS GUIDE, WE WILL EXAMINE tE ARCHITECTURa 

DEVELOPMENT OF SCHULMANIA, FROM ANCIENT DESIGN TO MODERN CITIES.

OCCUPASHON DEVELOPED. tE FERTILE AND PRODUCTIVE FIELDS PROVIDED tE RESOURCES 

NECESSARY BOt Fo SURVIVa AND Fo CONSTRUCSHON. ARCHAEOLOGICa EVIDENCE HAS 

POINTED TOWARD TINY VILLAGES SET UP SIMILAR TO tE EXAMPLE SHOWN BELOW.

tE FRAMES AND WaS ARE CONSTRUCTED OF WOODEN BEAMS AND BOARDS. tE GABLED ROOFS 

ARE BUILT OF WOODEN SHINGLES. HOMES ARE CONSTRUCTED AROUND A LARGE COMMON 

FIELD. tIS INDICATES COLLECTIVE OWNERSHIP OF tE FIELD AND ITS CROPS. A HIGH 

DEGREE OF COOPERASHON AT tIS STAGE OF DEVELOPMENT INDICATES A HEatY 

FOUNDASHON Fo A PROGRESSIVE SOCIETY. 

 

DUE TO tE SMa POPULASHON AT tE BEGINNING OF SCHULMINION SOCIETY AND tE 

EXTENSIVE DEVELOPMENT OF LAND IN SCHULMANICUS Fo AGRICULTURE AND 

URBANIZASHON OVER tE CENTURIES, LITTLE REMAINS OF tESE MOST ANCIENT 

STRUCTURES. A MoE MODERN, LARGER AND MoE COMPLEX STYLE OF CONSTRUCSHON AROSE 

TO TAKE ITS PLACE AS tE DEVELOPMENT OF VILLAGES AND TOWNS BEGAN IN EARNEST.

IN A DEVELOPMENT FROM SIMPLE WOODEN HOMES, ARCHAEOLOGISTS IDENTIFIED A SHIFT 

IN BUILDING DEVELOPMENT TO WHAT HAS BEEN DUBBED tE COTTAGE STYLE. COTTAGE 

STYLE STRUCTURES ARE FRAMED IN WOOD BUT DO NOT RELY ON SOLID WOODEN WaS. 

TIMBER FRAMING IS USED AS BOt A STRUCTURa AND AS AN AEStETIC FOCa POINT. tE WaS 

ARE COMPLETED BY A PLASTER ON tATc STUCCO AND tE ROOF IS tATcED. tESE 

STRUCTURES DEMONSTRATE ADVANCEMENT IN SCHULMINION USE OF LOCa RESOURCES AND

tE GREATER FLEXIBILITY BUILDERS HAD WIt tIS NEW BUILDING STYLE aOWED Fo MoE 

COMPLEX STRUCTURES IN GREATER PROXIMITY. tIS LED TO tE DEVELOPMENT OF tE FIRST 

VILLAGES. tE FIRST FOUR SETTLEMENTS DEVELOPED ON SCHULMANICUS INCLUDE STELL, 

BUSS, WIRT, AND WANDA. EAc HAD A SIMILAR CONFIGURASHON. tE FOUR VILLAGES WERE 

CONNECTED BY ROADS, WHIc WERE STONE LINED TRAILS. GREATER POPULASHON DENSITY 

AND tE BEGINNINGS OF INFRASTRUCTURE HELPED FOSTER TRADE AND DEVELOPMENT IN a 

VILLAGES. tE GENERa SHAPE OF STRUCTURES REMAINED tE SAME AS BEFoE: SIMPLE 

RECTILINEAR BUILDINGS WIt GABLED ROOFS. tE SCaE OF BUILDINGS DID cANGE, 

HOWEVER, TO REFLECT VARYING USES OF BUILDINGS. TWO SToY BUILDINGS WERE 

DEVELOPED DURING tIS TIME AS WELL.

NOT WELL SUITED TO LARGER o MULTI-SToY STRUCTURES. tE STICK STYLE aOWS Fo 

GREATER VERTICa DEVELOPMENT AND GREATER DESIGN FLEXIBILITY. HaMARKS OF tIS 

STYLE INCLUDE VISIBLE FRAMING MEMBERS, HEWN OF ROUGH o FINISHED TIMBER, WHIc 

SERVE BOt AS DECoATIVE ELEMENTS AS WELL AS LOAD BEARING SUPPoT Fo tE WaS AND 

ROOF. GREATER FLEXIBILITY IN MATERIaS SELECSHON IS AVAILABLE, WIt A VARIETY OF 

Wa MATERIaS (INCLUDING WOOD, PLASTER, STUCCO, BRICK AND STONE) AND ROOF MATERIaS 

(WOODEN o SLATE SHINGLES). tIS VARIETY OF MATERIaS aOWED Fo GREATER VARIASHON 

IN ARCHITECTURa DESIGN AS WELL. MANY SMa HOMES RETAINED tE SIMPLE RECTANGULAR 

SHAPE WIt GABLED ROOFS, BUT OtER FoMS DEVELOPED. MANY STRUCTURES, AS tEY BECAME 

LARGER, GAINED MoE STEEPLY PITcED ROOFS. tIS GREATER PITc aOWED Fo BETTER USE 

OF tE SPACE ABOVE tE MAIN FLOoS. ARCHITECTS BEGAN TO PIERCE tE ROOF WIt DoMER 

WINDOWS, aOWING IN LIGHT AND MAKING tE UPPER FLOoS FULLY FUNCSHONa.
