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I know that there are some who are alarmed about the demographic data presented in the most 

recent census. I want to assure the residents of Devonshire that we continue to put forth every effort 

to bring Devonshire in line with mainland Schulmania in education and health. Note that the 30 point 

discrepancy in education scores still has Devonshire with an EQ of 170, over 3 deviations above the 

mean. Also, note that the life expectancy is still well in excess of norms for those without adequate 

health care. Our challenge is Devonshire’s vast area and extensive frontier. It has proved difficult to 

have the high level of cultural activity in the backwoods as in the established towns. To help confront 

this challenge, I have directed the government in Georgehampton to develop a series of measures to 

improve frontier educational and health care access. New initiatives will be put in place shortly. In 

Devonshire, let me assure you, pretty good is NOT good enough.
