
 
Devonshire: Schulmericho ï In & Out  
  

Schulmericho. The first planned walled town in Schulmania. Wanda and Buss had been fortified 

ages ago, but no town had ever been planned as fortified, until now. There are several entrance 

points into the city. There are four gates: one at each cardinal direction. The west gate leads to a 

walled passage to the ferry port. This is as much security as Schulmericho can possibly have. 

But, it does not end there. Plans call for a watch tower to be built on a high point overlooking the 

World Ocean, so that anything approaching by sea will be spotted as quickly as possible. Letôs 

see what they have developed for security thus far. 

 

Our first stop is the ferry port. Towers flank the actual port and walls run along the street from 

the port to the town. The western gate separates the town from the port area.

The Passage is mostly commercial, but there are a few residences tossed in as well. Most 

residences have been converted to hotel space, due to the heavy port traffic. One can make a lot 

of schulmonetas in Schulmericho!
