Market  
  

Schulmericho, originally planned to be the largest and capital city of the nation, even in its 

smaller form remains a potent trading center. It strategic southeastern location provides access to 

the Devonshire hinterlands as well as a connection to the southern islands and Wirdleonia 

coastline. The compact and densely populated town quickly became the largest and most 

populous in Devonshire. The Passage, leading from the walled town to the port, is a busy 

commercial area. Around Memorial Square lurk additional businesses. Another center of activity 

is along Wall Street, which runs along the northern edge of the city walls, overlooking Devon 

Creek. The Wall Street Market is the commercial heart of the southern Devonshire region and 

one of the busiest trading sites in Schulmania.

The buildings to the left of the 

central marketplace in the image above are trading floors for the infrastructure trades- 

pipes/plumbing, construction materials, windowmakers, wagon builders, and of course 

metalworkers.
