The residents of St. George enjoy the deluxe shopping emporia which comprise the Commerce 

Crescent. The Bank of Devonshireôs main Lake George office is located here. And, Ferryôs 

Wooden Shoes is a popular draw. These businesses provide employment to most of the residents

The corner facing us houses several civic offices ï the school, clinic, and town offices. Ground 

level shops include Blackieôs Feline Victuals and the ever-popular eatery, Monkeyôs 

Chompeteria.

The two shops to the left of 

Federation Square are Grand Nagus Toys (left) and Obsidian Order Jewelry Shop (right). The 

twin peaked home in the foreground is in a prime location.
