
New Atkinos: The Higher, the Fewer 
 

The highest point on New Atkinos is of course the volcano. But, that is too rugged for 

development. It has been set aside as a park area. So, the highest point in town is the waterfront 

lighthouse, which doubles as an observation tower. After a sizeable donation, the tower was 

slated to be named the Thurston Howell III Observation Tower & Lighthouse Complex. But, 

Howell Enterprises fell on hard times and was unable to make the deposit check. The Lambert 

Inn, near the ferry port, presented the 1,000 schulmonetas to gain naming rights. So, the tower 

will now be known as the Lambert Beacon. So, let’s head over to the Beacon now and enjoy the 

beautiful views of the sea.

Near the Community House is the winding Dawn Alley, featuring arcaded businesses catering to 

the needs of the town. At left is the arcaded Arlene’s Booksellers and Bank of New Atkinos. 

Three story Yellow Hat Hotel sits to the right. The new branch of Leech Apothecary sits next to 

the hotel. Diva’s Jewelry is in a quaint building next to it. 

 

Now, over to the southwestern side of town, near The Beacon. Here, large farms abut residential 

areas. Rumor has it more of the land on this side of the island will be converted for sugar and 

cacao production, in order to meet the unending demand for chocolate.
