To the 

lower left is the residence of Mayor Smokey Nine.  To the lower right is the town well, located in 

front of exclusive ChocoMall, home to dozens of sweets vendors. To the top right are the largest 

residential buildings ever built on the island. Hundreds of Schulminions live right on the town 

square.
