Itôs the holiday season and everyoneô eager to get home and spend time with the family. 

Schulmania is no exception. Many sail back to Schulmanicus from outlying islands or from the 

mainland to be with family. The high out-migration from Schulmanicus to new territories keeps 

the population growth of the island low, but increases the number of connections between its 

residents and the rest of the nation. The ancient town of Stell is no exception to this. One of the 

oldest cities in the nation, the city grew from a prehistoric agricultural settlement to one of the 

original four villages of the nation and has remained a scenic and pleasant place to live. Still 

bearing some of the original walls built from the time of the Killer Tomato Scare, the old town is 

still very authentic and well preserved. There has been some new residential and commercial 

growth, but it is mostly in the new part of town, which sits on a hill overlooking ancient Stell. 

Whether you live in Old Town or New Town, Stell is a place with great heritage and retains a 

prominent role in local and national politics. 

 

Letôs see Stell as it is today. Quite a few Schulminions carry fond memories of their visits back 

to their ancestral home.

It does not get much older than this, the heart of Stell. The Rostrum is a Stell invention, one 

which has been copied in many towns across the nation. Our Lady of Maxis Chapel still presides 

over the small town center. The townôs administrative center, now known as Stell Memorial Hall, 

sits next door.  

 

Stately old homes and ancestral farms spread out behind the walls of old Stell. Strict preservation 

laws protect the old structures and landscapes. There is virtually no development here ï unless it 

is a creative re-use of an existing building. Most of the buildings in Old Town are converted into 

homes, unless they were originally homes. Most commerce has migrated to New Town up the 

hill. Letôs take a quick tour of Old Town and see what Stell looks like.
