This newfound prosperity and increased education led this tribe of Sims to explore both the
physical world around them as well as the spiritual world. Religion had been somewhat low key
until the construction of the Thifulness Shrine at the end of the Tomato Scare. The hill chosen
for the shrine became a popular place to reflect and ponder the universe. Soon, the added
Schulminionwealth was channeled into construction of new houses of worship. A temple

complex was dexloped on what became the sacred hill. The sacred hill and temple complex are
shown below.
